CHAIRMAN’S WELCOME –  followed, as requested by him, with a report by Wilf Turnbull on the River Leven Improvement Scheme, with particular reference to an area just downstream of the Town Bridge. The possibility of this being developed as a play area/picnic site is to be surveyed and discussed by SPIOTA, though the wetness of the area, it was felt, may preclude this plan.

THE MINUTES OF THE JUNE MEETING were taken as read and mattrs arising were :-

THE LADYCROSS ROUNDABOUT PROJECT – It was felt some assurance is needed regarding the frequency of the grass cutting – 6 times a year being insufficient.  The potential sponsor, Joanna Marco of Northallerton, is still interested.  The secretary is to write again to Daniel Johnson with an update.  We still await the necessary licence an d final estimate for the work involved and planting.
