MINUTES OF AGM HELD ON MONDAY 19TH OCTOBER 2009

After Chairman Linda’s welcome the Minutes of the previous AGM were taken as read.

The Chairman’s Report was then given in which Mrs Purnell outlined the activities and achievements of the Association during the past year.  Mrs Purnell mentioned the  continuance of the much admired floral displays in tubs (125) roundabouts and beds, town signs and ziggurat, the winter planting of polyanthus and tulips followed by the summer planting of geraniums and begonias providing an almost year-round great display.
The work of the Thursday gang  in their role of general maintenance of the appearance of the town was also mentioned. Mrs Purnell expressed disappointment at the refusal of NYCC to the Ladycross roundabout project, but welcomed the chance to provide a floral display in 2010 for the centenary of the Girl Guide movement.
Mrs Purnell then thanked Mr Turnbull for his many many years of service to the Association .

The forthcoming celebrations of SPIOTA’S work over the last almost 20 years to be held on Friday 30th October at 7.30 p.m. in the Town Hall was mentioned, and the report concluded with the Chairman’s thanks to all who had been involved in the successful work of SPIOTA this year.  The adoption of the Chairman’s report was proposed by Mr Turnbull and seconded by Mr Cuthbert.
There followed the Treasurer’s report which indicated the healthy state of the finances of the association to undertake the expenses for the coming year.  The Treasurer , Mr Eric Lee, regretted to report that in the present economic climate, interest on the association’s assets was virtually nil, and that despite his efforts he had not been able yet to find a better rate of interest anywhere.  Mr Scott agreed to investigate the possibility of a better deal with the Charities Aid Foundation.  The adoption of the Treasurer’s Report was proposed by Mrs Purnell and seconded by Mr Fred Lee.

The Officers having been duly elected unanimously the meeting closed.
