MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON TUESDAY 23RD FEBRUARY 2010

Attending – Linda Purnell, Jill Lee, Eric Lee, Frank Cuthbert, Michael Scott, George Carter, Fred Lee, Lovaine Irving.

Apologies – Mike Irving, Alan Weighell, Derek Whiting, Joe Richardson.

The Minutes of the previous meeting were taken as read.

Matters Arising – Correction to the previous minutes – The Family Fun Day is on MONDAY 31ST MAY  and not Saturday as minuted.

1. Mrs Purnell attended the meeting of the River Leven Group and found this very informative.  However it is felt that all SPIOTA can do is wait until the main work is finished before considering any possible assistance.  Meanwhile, some weeding could be carried out and the removal, as far as this is possible, of the Himalayan Balsam at the right time. 

2. The Girl Guide Flowerbed – Mrs Purnell has discussed the planting of this with Rainbow Nurseries – The Badge is to be depicted in house leeks, surrounded with a circle of deep blue lobelia, and pyrethrum to the outside of this.  Mr Henry Cowles will kindly construct the frame.

3. Stokesley Family Fun Day – All being well we are to proceed with the idea of providing a pot and small plants for members of the public to plant and take away. Some discussion followed regarding the necessity of CRB checks being required if children are involved in this activity.  Subsequently it has been established that this will not be necessary.

4. Summer Planting – It is intended that this shall be mixed planting this year which Rainbow has said can be done for £15 per tub.  It is hoped that the Thursday Group of volunteers can put up the required plants for each tub in trays on the Thursday previous to the Saturday planting day.  It was decided that the roundabout at Meadowfield, the Manorhouse wall bed, the town signs, and the war memorial will be planted with African marigolds and blue salvias.  It is hoped the planting will take place on the second Saturday in June.  The Treasurer assured the meeting that funds would be able to meet this rather more expensive commitment.

5. Thursday work – Spiota volunteers will identify sites where litter clearance is required in the town and inform Hambleton District Council.  Also volunteers will identify and record sites where spring bulbs are planted with a view to augmenting these.  Two seats outside the fish shop are in need of new wood.  Eric Lee is to request that the off  licence at West Green remove their sign from in front of the sponsored flowertubs.
