MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 22 March 2010

Minutes of the meeting of the 23 February were approved.

Arising:-

The chairman brought a template for the Girl Guides’ flowerbed, and gave an explanation of the plants to be used. The flowerbed is to be done between 5th. and 12th. June.

Stokesley Family Fun Day. The committee approved of the making of paper flowerpots using a special tool brought to the meeting. This method would enhance the ‘hands on’ involvement by the children themselves.

Gazebos, balloons, posters etc were discussed, and it was agreed that a ‘dummy run’ was both advisable and necessary.

Various correspondence was brought to the committee’s notice which, in his absence, was read out at the request of Frank Cuthbert. He had received correspondence:-

Re. Litter in Stokesley – only HDC had replied, and to date no acknowledgement had been received from NYCC and Stokesley PC.

The Chairman had received a reply from the Headteacher of Stokesley School, recognising the litter problem, and promising to bring the matter to students attention.

The committee appraised an 80 litres water carrier for ‘easy storage and transportation of water’. Mike Irving promised to trial it, and report back. Location and access to taps in Stokesley, for easier watering of tubs, was briefly referred to. 

Thursday morning work. The Chairman reported that the replacement of the Town Hall watering system pipework was now completed. Progress on Spring bulb sites and town seats was ongoing.
