The Chairman – Linda Purnell welcomed all to the meeting and the minutes of the previous meeting were taken as read.

Matters Arising – 
Planting – It was reported that the packing of the boxes for each tub was very tiring due to the bending and kneeling required..A better system is required for next year – work in the same area but on a bench, and have a more organised production line.

The winter planting will again be primroses, double daisies , hyacinths and tulips.

A letter of thanks has been received from Trish Lee in respect of the Girl Guide commemoration flowerbed.

Watering – Arrangements need to be made for the watering of Neashams roundabout and the Manor House wall bed.

Litter Picking Day – Due to Frank’s preliminary plans this went very well and it was suggested that in future two such events should take place – one in spring and one in autumn.  We understand that the Police Community Support Officer is intending to speak to the senior school regarding the amount of litter in their area.

COFFEE MORNING – FRIDAY AUGUST 20TH –Fred volunteered to once again collect the prizes for the tombola, and Lovaine plus a helper will run this.  There will be a cake stall and usual helpers will be approached for this and the kitchen duties.

Co-op Litter So far the gutters have been swept and it is a bit tidier regarding litter, but could still do with more attention.

Treasurer’s Report – All Flowertubs have now been paid for and letters have gone to Quorn, Burdon Engineering, and Kebbell Homes regarding their sponsorship payments.  We await the bill from Rainbow Nurseries and sufficient funds are available to cover this.

Thursday Work – We understand that the weed spraying of the Market place was completed on Wednesday 30th June, but a letter is to be sent to the P.C. to ascertain the full programme of spraying for the rest of the town.  The Ziggurat planting is to take place on Thursday (completed)  It was suggested that we may use Pathclear around the War Memorial and the dead heading of the tubs will also be needed.

The Seats – The P.C. have agreed to our going ahead with this project as per our recommendations, and the bills are to be sent to them to reclaim the vat.
