MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 26TH July 2010

The Chairman – Linda Purnell welcomed all to the meeting and the minutes of the previous meeting were taken as read.

Matters Arising – Weedkilling   - The Chairman and the meeting all feel that Stokesley is let down by the lack of a proper weedkilling programme, the consensus being that two sessions a year are required, one end of May with a follow up at the end of July. It is felt that a letter is required to the Parish Council to ascertain what the present contract entails.  Would it be possible for SPIOTA to hire a qualified sprayer?  Would the grasscutter do the job privately.

Litter Picking Day – The meeting agreed to hold another such day in the autumn, and the date set for this is Saturday October 16th.

Coffee Morning – 20th August – Various duties were apportioned – i.e. Mesdames Irving and Purnell to man the kitchen – Mrs Irving to purchase tea, coffee, biscuits, juice etc. Mesdames Cuthbert and Lee to man the cake stall. Mrs Burrows to run the tombola  Messrs E Lee, F Lee and M Irving to be waiters.  Publicity Screens will be erected in the foyer and Derek Whiting will produce an information pamphlet to be distributed around the tables.  Eric Lee will provide the cash float required.

Treasurer’s Report. – There are only a couple of sponsorships still outstanding.

Thursday Work – Clear the dead weeds left from the spraying – weed certain beds – Neasham’s roundabout and the war memorial and mill wheel site. Treat Neasham’s roundabout with some form of feed.  Repair of seats – Mr Cuthbert will set this up.

The Chairman Then expressed thanks to Joe Richardson for all his work on the website, to Derek Whiting for his work with the press, and to the band of waterers for all their efforts. (more volunteers are needed to help just once a week)
