Matters arising – We await a response from the Parish Council regarding the situation regarding weedkilling in the town.

There has been some very good feedback from the public about the floral displays which seem to have been much appreciated, and a very complimentary letter was received from Mr Roger Chadwick.

The Treasurer reported that Spiota has ample funds in hand for the forthcoming winter planting.

Spiota has received a handsome legacy from Mr Andrews of Cleveland Avenue and it is proposed, with the blessing of his family, that a seat be erected in the town in his memory.

One or two possible sites were suggested and the secretary is to seek the approval of the Parish Council.

River Leven The secretary is to contact the secretary Mrs Griffiths with the possibility of offering some assistance should they be planning a work party to improve the state of the river area.

Show week- The removal of the tubs will take place on Sunday 5th and finished on Thursday 9th September.  Arrangements have been made for the removal of the ziggurat on Thursday 9th.  The tubs will be replaced on Thursday 23rd September.

Winter Planting – The date for this will be decided depending upon the condition of the tubs following their removal and replacement.  Again – polyanthus, double daisies, tulips and hyacinths will be used.
