Matters Arising – Weedkilling – The optimum times and locations for this were discussed as requested by the Parish Council- The first spraying should take place in late May before the summer planting and the second spraying of the year should take place in early September when the tubs have been removed for the fair – either before the fair arrives or immediately afterwards before the tubs are reinstated.  The areas  to be sprayed should be all the cobbles, under the seats, around the lampposts, the footpaths across West Green, triangle at Stokesley Motors, around the tree gratings on College Square and the Fish Shop corner.

Memorial Seat – It was suggested that the badly broken seat at the east end of the riverside be replaced as the Parish Council do not want an additional seat in the town.
