The Minutes of the previous meeting were taken as read.

Matters arising – 

A letter has been sent to the Parish Council regarding the biennial weedkilling with the suggestions from the Association, which it is hoped will meet with agreement of the Council.

The Memorial seat is now in situ on the riverbank and just requires the commemorative plate to be fixed.  The seat which is to be transferred is with the blacksmith for repair and will be placed at the East end of the riverbank in due course.

The winter planting is now completed.

The Litter Picking Day was quite successful thanks to all volunteers who took part.  Thanks also to Mike Irving who got some members of Rotary to come along and help.  Sadly it does not take long for certain areas to look bad again, in particular the footpath linking Station road and the Leisure centre.  We intend to discuss the matter with the police liaison officer to see if matters can be improved.  It was felt the responsibility for this problem should not rest upon the members of Spiota who are mainly of retirement age.  The possibility of involving other societies in the town was also mooted without a resolution being reached, and at the end of  the day, litter should really be dealt with by Highways.  The possibility of having a bin with a fun gimmick to encourage people to be more tidy is to be pursued by Fred Lee.

The Summer Planting  has been discussed with Rainbow and will be as follows – mixed planting again for the tubs and ziggurat with cosmos or geraniums in the centre. Pink geraniums, choleus and semper florens for the Manor House wall and small roundabout, and begonias and geraniums for the town signs.

More waterers will be required in the summer – an appeal to be put in the press at the time of planting.  Possibly the Gardening Club may help.

Thursday Work – Weather permitting work will be done on the riverbanks.

AOB A New Year Lunch is to be arranged with the Wainstones Hotel, Great Broughton, for the 13th January 2011.

The Noticeboard on the Town Hall is to be renovated – Rotary having offered to fund this.
